Proposed Appropriation Language

For Department of Energy expenses including the purchase, construction and acquisition of plant and
capital equipment, and other expenses necessary for science activities in carrying out the purposes of the
Department of Energy Organization Act (42 U.S.C. 7101 et seq.), including the acquisition or
condemnation of any real property or facility or for plant or facility acquisition, construction, or
expansion, and purchase of not to exceed [15] four passenger motor vehicles for replacement only,
including not to exceed one ambulance, [$3,451,700,000] $3,431,718,000 to remain available until
expended. (Energy and Water Development Appropriations Act, 2004.)

[SEC. 130. DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY, ENERGY PROGRAMS, SCIENCE. For an additional amount for
“Science”, $50,000,000, to remain available until expended, is provided for the Coralville, lowa, project,
which is to utilize alternative energy sources.]

[SEc. 131. For an additional amount for the “Science” account of the Department of Energy in the
Energy and Water Development Appropriations Act, 2004, there is appropriated $250,000, to remain
available until expended, for Biological Sciences at DePaul University; $500,000, to remain available
until expended; for the Cedars-Sinai Gene Therapy Research Program; and $500,000, to remain
available until expended, for the Hartford Hospital Interventional Electrophysiology Project.]

Explanation of Change

Changes are proposed to reflect the FY 2005 funding and vehicle request. No further funding is
proposed for the Coralville, lowa, project; Biological Sciences and DePaul University; the Cedars-Sinai
Gene Therapy Research Program; or the Hartford Hospital Interventional Electrophysiology Project.
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
